This is a layout tool intended to aid in 
the design process, to provide 
adequate amounts of copy to proof a 
layout and style. It's a necessary 
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element for building good design. 
Greeked copy is a standard in the 
marketing industry. The process of 
greeking is no more than just applying the 
style to a copy block, flowing text, and 
printing out a comprehensive layout. A 
good greeked block of copy includes 
adequate lengths of random sentences 
and paragraphs.  
 
This aids in providing an accurate layout 
"exercise" and not a substitution.
